▪Apostles—eyewitnesses to the fact of Jesus’ resurrection. 

▪Prophets—enabled to proclaim truth & foretell future 
events.

▪Evangelists—uniquely gifted for proclaiming the gospel.

▪Shepherds and teachers—More commonly called pastors.
